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In recent years - since I started working with digital thread control - my work has developed into projects over various themes, series of tapestries with motifs as well as weave-constructions based on digital technology. 

I have used Adobe Photoshop as a drawing-program and have for a long period been working with identical patterns in layers examining the interference between them. This was the theme for my first big exhibition project “interference” in 2006.

Since then I have gone deeply into the digital world to the smallest parts of the digital picture - the pixels – and found inspiration in this world for the next project. I have used pixels in basic colours as the starting point for the motifs as well as for the weave-constructions. 

My work “Millions of colours” from spring 2009 has the starting point in pixels of 8 colours. 
The motifs come from a blow up of hard edged pixels so they become “liquid”. A subsequent modelling of the colours makes them meet and get blurred and by pressing and stretching them from different angles they end up with a very plastic expression.

I have developed a personal weave-technique based on pixels making the colours appear in the weave in the same order as they appear in a pixelated picture. 

Experiments and samples are made on a Tc-1 loom, and some of the tapestries are hand-woven, but for bigger works I have found a solution to have them made as one off products on a digital jacquard loom. 
From the start it was merely a need as I do not have access to a digital thread controller big enough to weave the large pieces with high warp-density. But now I see it as a new possibility of enormous potential. 

New technology has made a bridge to the contemporary production machinery which has never been accessible before. Earlier it was exclusively for mass-production but now there is a direct link - I can finish my experiments on handloom, prepare the files and have it woven exactly as I have planned on the jacquard loom.  For me as a weaver / textile artist this is a miracle. 
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
